BE IT RESOLVED that the Ordinance pertaining to public 

Health Establishing Rules Regulating Water Supply Systems and

shall be amended as follows:

Section 8. When an aerobic septic system with a Class " I" 

Effluent is installed in Kendall County , there s h all be a secondary 

sand filter installed , sized as follows: 50 sq. ft. of filter 

area per bedroom of the home. 

chlorine contact chamber. 

This filter shall preceed the 

Section 9. When a septic system that has a surface discharge 

point is installed in Kendall County, the line from the chlorination 

chamber to the final discharge point shall be installed as an 

absorption or trickler trence to minimize the amount of effluent 

to be discharged.
