 Bite Report – Assistant Warden Prestegaard reviewed the bite report for the committee, 

stating there were a total of eleven bites in the month of May.  Written Report provided. 

 

 Operations Report – Assistant Warden Kelly Prestegaard stated that many new volunteers 

have come forward or come back to volunteer at the facility this past month.  Mr. Koeppel 

reported that the Director position ad has been posted on Indeed, ILCMA and the County 

website.
