The Kendall County Board Meeting was held at the Kendall County Office Building, Room 209, in the City of Yorkville on Tuesday, May 7, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.  The Clerk called the roll.  Members present: Chairman John Shaw, Amy Cesich, Lynn Cullick (6:13), Elizabeth Flowers, Judy Gilmour, Scott Gryder, Dan Koukol, Matthew Prochaska, John Purcell, and Jeff Wehrli.  
The Clerk reported to the Chairman that a quorum was present to conduct business.
THE MINUTES

Member Prochaska moved to approve the submitted minutes from the Adjourned County Board Meeting of 4/2/13.  Member Gryder seconded the motion. Chairman Shaw asked for a voice vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye.  Motion carried.
THE AGENDA
Chairman Shaw asked that the agenda be changed to add a CMAP update and Juvenile Justice update under New Business.
Member Purcell moved to approve the agenda with the changes.  Member Koukol seconded the motion.  Chairman Shaw asked for a voice vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye.  Motion carried.

Member Koukol moved to approve the agenda with the changes.  Member Prochaska seconded the motion.  Chairman Shaw asked for a voice vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye.  Motion carried.
CORRESPONDENCE AND COMMUNICATIONS

County Clerk, Debbie Gillette informed the board that since the passing of the website transparency resolution the audio from the county board meetings is now available online.

Bethany Thatcher from the Kendall Grundy Regional Office of Education received a certificate of appreciation for all of her hard work, kindness and dedication.
Marissa Ciko from Minooka High School was recognized for attending the meeting to comply with requirements for her Honors Government class.
NEW BUSINESS
Highway Union Contract

Chairman Shaw stated that the contract is not ready for a vote; the contract is awaiting a signature from the Union.
Letter Opposing House Bill 924

County Administrator, Jeff Wilkins stated that the letter is adding responsive bidder into the prevailing wage law.

Member Cullick moved to approve the letter opposing House Bill 924.  Member Gryder seconded the motion. Chairman Shaw asked for a roll call vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye except Cesich and Flowers.  Motion carried 8-2.
Public Hearing for Public Transportation Capital Assistance Grant 

Chairman Shaw stated that the public hearing is being held because financial assistance is being sought from the Illinois Department of Transportation.  Kendall County is requesting the acquisition of two 14 passenger medium duty and two 12 passenger light duty buses for Kendall Area Transit with the estimated cost of $240,000.

County Administrator, Jeff Wilkins summarized the current and future fleet.
Member Koukol inquired as to the life expectancy of the vehicles.

Todd Milliron, 61 Cotswold Dr, Yorkville stated that he is signed up for and has used the KAT program.  Mr. Milliron questioned the solicitations for donations.
Chairman Shaw closed the public hearing.

Contract for HIDTA Security Officer

State’s Attorney Eric Weis reminded the board that the County is the fiscal agent for Chicago HIDTA.  They are seeking approval to hire a security officer for their building.  
Member Purcell moved to authorize Sheriff Randall to sign the HIDTA Contract. Member Flowers seconded the motion. Chairman Shaw asked for a roll call vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye.  Motion carried.
CMAP
Member Gryder reported on the quadrennial update process for CMAP.  Member Gryder explained the priority development area which aligns transportation, housing and jobs and the green infrastructure study.  Member Gryder also spoke about the local technical assistance program.
Juvenile Justice Council

Member Gilmour stated that the council meets four times a year and is made up of representatives from area schools, county, health department, Kendall County Judiciary, State’s Attorney’s Office, law enforcement, DCFS, CASA, Regional Office of Education, Sheriff’s Office, student reps, and community members.  The meetings have centered on substance abuse prevention plan grant.  The next meeting is scheduled for August 16, 2013.
OLD BUSINESS
Rescind Resolution 13-11
State’s Attorney Eric Weis explained that after Resolution 13-11 was passed three more projects had been protested, the protests are not decided by Kendall County.  State’s Attorney Weis stated that the original ordinance should be rescinded, go back to the protest that the county decides then revote on the remaining resolutions until there is a decision on the protest that involves motor fuel tax.
Member Koukol moved to rescind Resolution 13-11 regarding Award of Projects adopted April 16, 2013. Member Wehrli seconded the motion. Chairman Shaw asked for a roll call vote on the motion.  All members present voting aye except Gryder, Prochaska and Purcell.  Motion carried 7-3.
