Department – Latreese Caldwell briefed the committee on the need for additional
clerical support in the Administration Department, and reviewed the proposed hours and
salary.

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AMENDMENT TO THE NOVEMBER 16th, 2022 GRANT AGREEEMENT FOR 

DISBURSEMENT AND USE OF KENDALL COUNTY’S AMERICAN 

RESCUE PLAN ACT FUNDS 

 

THIS AMENDMENT (“Amendment”) modifies the grant agreement between the County 

of Kendall, Illinois, a unit of local government (“County”), and Chapel on the Green, a non-profit 

501(c)3 organization in good standing (“Grantee”), approved November 16th, 2021 (the 

“Agreement”).  For purposes of this Amendment, the County and Grantee shall hereinafter 

collectively be referred to as “the Parties”.  

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the County and the Grantee entered into an Agreement whereby the County 

agreed to distribute to Grantee Six Thousand Three Hundred Seventeen Dollars ($6,317.00) from 

the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds the County received from the federal 

government under the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021; and 

WHEREAS, Grantee can spend those funds only for the specific purposes designated in 

the Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Agreement, Grantee can spend $4,106.00 for payroll, 

$1,579.00 for utilities, and the remaining $632.00 for enhanced cleaning efforts; and 

WHEREAS, Grantee now seeks to modify the Agreement to reallocate the amounts that 

may be spent for each specific purpose; and 

WHEREAS, the County agrees to a modification to Grantee’s permitted use of the Grant 

funds; and 

WHEREAS, the total amount awarded to Grantee, $6,317.00, shall not be changed. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, the Agreement is amended as follows, effective upon acceptance by 

both Parties: 

1. The recitals set forth above are incorporated into this Amendment by reference and made 

a part thereof. 

2. The November 16, 2021 Agreement contains a table describing the permitted uses of Grant 

Funds and the time period when the costs that will be paid for by Grant funds were incurred.  Said 

table is located in three sections of the Agreement: in the Recitals; in Subsection 2(a); and in 
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Subsection 3(a).  This table shall be replaced in its entirety, in all three sections, by the following 

table:

Thank you for your inquiry regarding the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds. Treasury’s latest 
guidance on your question is:   

Final Rule p. 4381 "Definition of Nonprofit: The final rule expands the definition of nonprofits to 
mean 501(c)(3) organizations and 501(c)(19) organizations.234 The 501(c)(3) classification includes a wide 
range of organizations with varying charitable or public service-oriented goals (e.g., housing, food assistance, 
job training). As discussed above, these nonprofit organizations often experienced hardship due to increased 
needs for services combined with decreased donations and other sources of funding. In response to comments, 
Treasury has expanded the definition of nonprofit to include 501(c)(19) organizations, which includes veterans’ 
organizations, to provide recipients more flexibility and in alignment with the definition of nonprofit adopted by 
the CARES Act, wherein 501(c)(3)s and 501(c)(19)s were eligible for assistance." 

Due to a high volume of inquiries, Treasury may not be able to respond directly to all questions. Please note the 
following:    

1. Treasury has released the final rule: Treasury recently adopted the final rule of the Coronavirus State
and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds program. The final rule is the result of months-long dialogue with
stakeholders like you and will enhance the flexibility for state, local, and Tribal governments to meet
immediate pandemic response needs and promote longer-term recovery. The final rule provides
state, local, and Tribal governments with even broader flexibility to pursue a wider range of uses to
respond to local public health and economic needs – as well as greater simplicity so recipients can focus
on responding to the crisis in their communities and maximizing the impact of their funds.

Recipients should review the final rule and the Overview of the Final Rule, which provides a summary of major 
provisions of the final rule in a brief, simplified user guide.    

The final rule takes effect on April 1, 2022, though recipients can choose to take advantage of its flexibilities 
and simplifications now.
