AUTOMARK: Allows handicapped and elderly voters to vote independently and in private with
this ballot marking device.

MAGNIFIERS: To assist voters who have visual problems.

HANDICAPPED VOTING BOOTH: For voters who must vote from a seated position.

VOTING ASSISTANCE: Handicapped and Elderly voters requiring help may be assisted by a
friend, relative or by the Election Judges.

CURBSIDE VOTING: Available for voters who are physically unable to enter the polling place.
