This Rabies Quarantine Agreement is entered into by and between Kendall County Animal Control and
( Pet Owner).

Quarantined Ppet name & description:

Microchip number (if microchipped prior to quarantine):

Whereas, Kendall County Animal Control wishes to provide a Rabies Quarantine service and the-Ppet
Oewner wishes to accept such services on the terms and under the conditions set forth below.

Now, therefore, Kendall County Animal Control and Pet Owner (“the parties”) intending to be legally
bound, hereby agree as follows:

1. The-Ppet Oewner shall pay Kendall County Animal Control’s established rates for Rabies
Quarantine services at-the-time-ef-drep-off-to Kendall County Animal Control at the time of drop
off. Such established rates are as follows: S775 (includes 10 day quarantine with two veterinary
exams, vaccinations as needed, microchip, transportation fees & public safety feefinrsertratest.
For Ppet Oewner’s convenience, the-payment can be paid by cash or credit card. Kendall County
Animal Control cannot accept checks for Rabies Quarantine services.

2. Kendall County Animal Control reserves the right to decline a pet for Rabies Quarantine services
due to space availability at the facility or other inability to accommodate a pet.

3. Kendall County Animal Control is not a cage-less facility and; pets are left unattended overnight.
Pets on a Rabies Quarantine will be in a contactless kennel for the duration of their stay, unless
being seen for veterinary examinations, or other veterinary care.

4. Inthe event that the Quarantined Petanimal becomes ill during the course of itstheir
Quarantine, Kendall County Animal Control will attempt to contact the ewnerefthe-Pet
OwnerQuarantined-animal usingwith the contact information provided by the ewnerefthe
petPet Owner. It is understood and agreed to by the-Ppet Oewner that the-Ppet Oewner
authorizes Kendall County Animal Control and it’s representatives to obtain medical treatment
for the Quarantined Ppet in the event of accident or illness, and that all expenseseests incurred
due tofrem accident or illness are the sole responsibility of the-Ppet Oewner. Any expenses due
Kendall County Animal Control are to be paid in full at the time the Quarantined Petanimal is
picked up from Kendall County Animal Control. Kendall County Animal Control will not accept
deferred payment frombill the Ppet Oewner or accept partial payment.

Pet Oewner agrees to assume full responsibility and hold Kendall County Animal Control, its
members, directors, officers, agents, employees and volunteers harmless from and against any
and all claims of loss or injury (including legal fees) which may be alleged to have been incurred
directly or indirectly by the Quarantined Pget or any person, animal or thing by the act of the
Quarantined Ppet, and except to the extent that the damage or injury may be due to willful
misconduct of Kendall County Animal Control, Ppet Oswner personally assumes all responsibility
and liability for any such claim, including, without limitation, claims relating to contagious
diseases that the Quarantined Ppet contracts due tofrem Rabies Quarantine services and then
spreadstakes-heme to other pets.

Pet Oewner certifies that he/she is the actual owner of the Quarantined Ppet, -or is the duly
authorized agent of the actual owner, whose name is entered above.

Fhe-Ppet Oewner represents that the Quarantined Ppet is free of any infectious disease, or
contagious skin disorder. The-Ppet Oewner understands that if he/shethey cannot furnish proof
of vaccination, their Qguarantined Ppet will be updated on distemper combination vaccination
(without lepto) for both dogs and cats, and Bordetella vaccination for dogs, upon entering the
facility and that the cost for same will be charged to Pet Owner and payable at pickup.
Fhe-Ppet Oewner understands that the facility is a kennel, and possesses -thethereare inherent
risks of illness and/or injury to the Quarantined Pet during its period of Quarantine typical to
such a facility.

This Aagreement constitutes and expresses the complete understanding of the parties with
respect to the subject matter hereof, there being no oral or other plans or understandings
between them affecting this agreement. This Aagreement may be modified, superseded or
voided; only upon the written and signed agreement of all the parties hereto.

This Aagreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of The State of lllinois, without
regard to principles of conflicts of law.

This eaAgreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which together shall
constitute one original.

By signing this agreement, the Pet Owner is allowing Kendall County Animal Control to
microchip and vaccinate the Qguarantined Ppet against Rabies in accordance with the lllinois
Animal Control Act and at Pet Owner’s expense.

By signing this Aagreement, the Ppet Oewner is allowing Kendall County Animal Control to
photograph said quarantined animal for reasons including, but not limited to, records in the
shelter database, identification of the quarantined animal, and staff training.

Re: Request for Guidance Regarding a Proposed Property Tax Abatement for Karis/Ravago
Project

At the February 2023 Economic Development and HR Committee meeting, the Committee reviewed

a request from the Montgomery Economic Development Corporation for a proposed tax abatement

for a project southwest of the former Caterpillar property.

The proposed abatement request was for ten (10) years total, with a seventy-five percent (75%)
abatement in the first five (5) years and a fifty percent (50% abatement over the second five (5)
years. In the present version of the proposal, no clawbacks were proposed. At the time, Scott
Koeppel was opposed to the length of the proposal and to the lack of clawbacks.

At the February meeting, the Committee voted to forward the proposal to the April Committee of the
Whole. This item did not appear on any Committee of the Whole agenda.

The Village of Montgomery has taken over as the lead negotiating entity for the taxing bodies.
Staff would like guidance from the Committee regarding if the Committee would be agreeable to tax
abatement for this length of time and if the Committee would be agreeable to an agreement without

clawbacks.

Staff has concerns regarding the precedent that would be set if this type of agreement was
approved.
