PUBLIC COMMENT

Al Johnson expressed concerns about mandatory landmarking. He believes that taxing older buildings is an
incentive to destroy potential historic structures. The dedication on taxes for historical easements is not
honored by the IRS in areas where landmarking is involuntary. He does not believe mandatory landmarking is
required for receiving State grants. He thought landmarking devalues a property. He talked about the stone
houses along Sandy Bluff Road and the possibility of using volunteers to help repair one (1) of the houses. He
suggested that the County Board could offer a tax break for owners of historic buildings with financial
difficulties. He asked about the list of historic structures; the list has been created. He suggested doing house
walks. Chairwoman Heiman discussed the historic preservation awards.
