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Thursday EveningDANA-THOMAS HOUSE STATE HISTORIC SITEWOMEN’S SUFFRAGE TOUR5:30 P.M.Located at 301 E Lawrence Avenue (corner of Lawrence Avenue & 4th Street)The Dana-Thomas House State Historic Site will host specialty tours of the Frank Lloyd Wright-designed residence in Springfield to highlight the work of women in Illinois’s suffrage initiatives.Susan Lawrence Dana commissioned Frank Lloyd Wright in 1902 to design an exceptionally largehome just a few short blocks away from the Illinois State Capitol. The 35-room, 12,600 square footresidence was designed to be used as a meeting place for organizations as well as for entertaininglarge groups of people.For example, on April 14, 1909,Susan Lawrence Dana hosted areception for more than 100women from Chicago, includingJane Addams, who were in townto advocate for passage ofsuffrage legislation. The tourswill offer conference attendeesan in-depth look at the detailssurrounding this reception andintroduce the stories of twosuffrage leaders with connec-tions to the Dana-Thomas House.The Dana-Thomas House, builtbetween 1902 and 1904, is perhaps the best-preserved of Frank Lloyd Wright’s “Prairie Style” homes,with more than 300 pieces of specially made art glass and 100 pieces of original furniture. Thehouse, located at Fourth and Lawrence Streets in Springfield, is operated by the Illinois Departmentof Natural Resources. It is open Mondays and Tuesdays from 10:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. and Wednes-days through Sundays from 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Free parking is available in the site lot at 200 E.Cook Street just west of the YMCA building.
