7. Within 6 months after the effective date of the original Order Admitting the Will to Probate, you

may file a petition with the Court to contest the validity of the Will as provided under Section 8-1 of

the Probate Act (Ill Rev. Stat. Ch. 110 1/2, Par. 8-1).

8. The estate will be administered without Court supervision unless an interested party terminates

independent supervision administration by filing a petition to terminate under Section 28-4 of the

Probate Act (Ill. Rev. Stat. Ch. 110 1/2, Par. 28-4).
