The County made the County’s Stormwater Ordinance, Erosion Control Ordinance,
Floodplain Protection Ordinance, Annual Reports, 2008 IEPA Audit Report, and NOI
available for public viewing on-line.

The County has been working with the Kendall County Health Department and the
Kendall County Soil and Water Conservation District to provide and participate in
educational opportunities to the residents of the county. No speaking engagements
involving Planning, Building, and Zoning (PBZ) staff were scheduled during this
reporting period.

The year 7 goal of compiling “As-Built” plans, training of staff on the mapping
procedures, use of mapping tools, and data collection procedures has been initiated
and mapping of some features was completed during this reporting period as funding
allowed.

The review consultant hired by Kendall County (in 2008) continues to provide
stormwater, engineering, wetland, and SESC review for proposed developments.

The Kendall County Unified Stormwater Management Plan was completed in
December 10, 2010, and posted on the County’s Website. The Technical Committee
completed the first two chapters and began drafting the third chapter of the
Stormwater Ordinance during the reporting period.

Thirteen public agencies are signed up to store salt at this
location. They include Kendall County, 9 townships, and the cities of Plano, Yorkville,
and Oswego.

Measurable Goals: Reduce the impact of Municipal Operations on Storm Water Run-Off

The Highway Department collected 8 tons of litter from county highways. Tracking of
schedule and amount of material was not recorded during the reporting period.

The Kendall County Unified Stormwater Management Plan was completed in
December 10, 2010, and posted on the County’s Website. The Technical Committee
completed the first two chapters and began drafting the third chapter of the
Stormwater Ordinance during the reporting period.

December 2009, the County received a grant to prepare a Hazard Mitigation Plan
which will include flood hazard mitigation as one of the plan’s components.
