1998 JOHNSON ROAD, OSWEGO 

Zon ing Petition 
15-02 

TO OPERATE A BANQUET HALL FOR SPECIAL EVENTS 

WHEREAS, Peter & Laurie Pasteris have filed a petition for a Special Usc within the A- 1 
Agricultural Zoning District for a 12.5 acre property located on the south side pf Johnson Road. 1 
mile cast ofSchlapp Road, 1.45 miles west ofRidge Road, commonly known as 1998 Johnson Road, 
(PIN If's 06-11-100-004 & 06-11-100-008), in NaAuSay Township: and 

WHEREAS, said property is currently zoned A-1 Agricultural; and 

WHEREAS, said petition is to obtain an A-I Special Use Permit to operate a banquet hall on their 
property for special events; and 

WHEREAS. said property is legally described as: 

THE WEST 400.0 FEET OF THE NORTH 435.60 FEET OF A STRIP OF LAND 54 RODS (891. 1 FEET} 
WIDE OFF THE WEST HALF OF THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 11, TOWNSHIP 36 
NORTH, RANGE 8 EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, SITUATED IN NA-AU-SAY 
TOWNSHIP, KENDALL COUNTY, ILLINOIS CONTAINING 4 ACRES. 

THE WEST 561.0 FEET OF THE NORTH 971.0 FEET (EXCEPT THE WEST 400.0 FEET OF THE NORTH 
435.60 FEET, THEREOF) OF A STRIP OF LAND 54 RODS (891.0 FEET) WIDE OFF THE WEST HALF 
OF THE NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 11, TOWNSHIP 36 NORTH, RANGE 8 EAST OF THE 
THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, SITUATED IN NA-AU-SAY TOWNSHIP, KENDALL COUNTY, ILLINOIS 
CONTAINING 8.5052 ACRES.

WHEREAS, all procedures required by the Kendall County Zoning Ordinance were followed 
including notice for public hearing, preparation of the findings of fact in accordance with Section 
13.08.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, and recommendation for approval by the Special Usc Hearing 
Officer on April 6, 2015; and 

WHEREAS, the findings of fact were approved as follows: 

1/wt the establishment. maintenance. or operation of the special use will not he detrimental to or 
endanger the public health, safety. morals. con?fbrt. or general we(f(.1re. The special usc will not be 
detrimental or endanger the public health, safety, morals, comfort or general welfare. 

That the special use will not he substantially injurious to the use and enjoyment ofother propert,v in the 
immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair proper(v values 
within the neighborhood. The Zoning classtfication of property within the general area (?(the property 
in question shall be considered in determining consistency with this standard. The proposed use shall make 
adequate provisions for appropriate buffers, landscaping, fencing, lighting, building materials, open space 
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and other improvements necessary to insure that the proposed use does not adverse~v impact adjacent uses 
and is compatible lvith the surrounding area and/or the County as a w·hole. The petitioner is not proposing 
to change the site but have a temporary tent up during events therefore keeping with the residential 
and agricultural character of the neighborhood. 

That adequate utilities. access roads and points (~lingress and egress. drainage, and/or other necessw:v 
facilities have been or are being provided. The special U!)'e will not he adding any new utilities llt tlri.\' time 
and no new roadwllys or drainage to the property. They will he adding tl septic in the future, park on the 
hayfield ami will use the current access point onto Johnson Road. 

That the special use shall in all other respects conform to the applicable regulations (!(the district in 
·which it is located, except as such regulations may in each instance be mod{fied hy the County Board 
pursuant to the recommendation (~lthe Hearing q{ficer. The only regulation they do not meet is that it 
must be located on a major or arterial roadway but they have received permission from the township 
road commissioner. All other regulations will conform. 

That the special use is consistent with the purpose and objectives of the Land Resource Management Plan and other 
adopted County or municipal plans and policies. This special use will not be every weekend so most of the 
time it will just be residential uses and not events. 1 

WHEREAS, the Kendall County Board has considered the findings and recommendation of the 
Hearing Officer and finds that said petition is in conformance with the provisions and intent of the 
Kendall County Zoning Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, this special use shall be treated as a covenant running with the land and is binding on the 
successors, heirs, and assigns of the property owner as to the same special usc conducted on the 
property; and 

NOW, THEREFORE. BE IT ORDAINED, that the Kendall County Board hereby grants approval of a 
special use zoning permit to operate a banquet hall on their property for special events in accordance 
to the submitted Description included as "Exhibit A" and the submitted Site Plan included as 
''Exhibit B" attached hereto and incorporated herein subject to the following conditions: 

1. The principal use of the property is for residential purposes and/or farming. 
2. A maximum of200 persons at any one time (with a 10% tolerance). 
3. All events must be catered unless approved by the Health Department. 
4. Compliance with applicable building codes and Americans with Disabilities Act 

accessibility provisions and securing of the required permits associated with any 
proposed remodeling, alteration, construction or expansion of e~isting and proposed 
structures on the premises. 

5. Retail sales are permitted as long as the retail sales will be ancillary to the main 
operation. 

6. The noise regulations are as follows: 
Day Hours: No person shall cause or allow the emission of sound during daytime hours 

(7:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M.) from any,noise source to any receiving residential land 
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which exceeds sixty 60 dBA when measured at any point within such receiving 
residential land, provided; however, that point of measurement shall be on the 
property line of the complainant. 

Night Hours: No person shall cause or allow the emission of sound during nighttime 
hours (1 0:00 P.M. to 7:00A.M.) from any noise source to any receiving residential 
land which exceeds fifty five (55) dBA when measured at any point within such 
receiving residential land provided; however, that point of measurement shall be on 
the property line of the complainant. 

EXEMPTION: Powered Equipment: Powered equipment, such as lawn mowers. small 
lawn and garden tools, riding tractors, and snow removal equipment which is 
necessary for the maintenance of property is exempted from the noise regulations 
between the hours of seven o'clock (7:00) A.M. and ten o'clock ( 1 0:00) P.M. 

7. Porta Johns (and othertemporary bathroom facilities) need to be removed within 2 
business days after each event. 

8. Events can run from May 1st through November 15th and the temporary tent can be 
erect from May 1st through November 15t11

9. Entities having jurisdiction may inspect the property annually including but not 
limited to the Planning, Building Zoning Department, Health Department. sheriff's 
office and fire protection district in order to ensure that conditions of the special usc 
permit are still being met and that the permit is still applicable for the operation.

Failure to comply with the terms of this ordinance may be cited as a basis for amending or revoking 
this special use permit.
