EXHIBIT A

Section 11.02.F.11 “Additional Regulations-Parking- Design and Maintenance-
Landscape Sight Triangle”

Landscape sight triangle. No landscaping including berms shall be planted within a 40’
(forty) sight triangle measured at the intersection of two public streets.
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Section 12.06.A.1 “Signs- General Standards- Location”

No sign shall be located in a sight triangle easement formed by intersecting streets. The
sides of the triangle formed by the right-of-way of the intersecting streets shall be forty
(40) feet in length as measured outward from the point of intersections of said rights-of-
way.
